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ABSTRACT

Since the vast landscape of American forests is increasingly threatened by the rising
demand of commercial and residential uses, the major interests and goals of policies for
the privately owned forests in US are protecting them from converting for other uses. In
order for protecting privately owned forests, the American Government uses three major
tools; education, technical assistance, and financial aid. Two major aiding programs-
Forest Land Enhancement Program (FLEP) and Forest Legacy Program (FLP)- are
considered as the heart of aiding programs for the privately owned forests among more
than 10 programs. Other aiding programs such as Conservation Reserve Program(CRP)
can be available for the privately owned forests although the forest can not be the major
objects for aiding. Forest Service under the USDA has been the major government body
of administrating policies for the private forests, while NRCS(Natural Resource
Conservation Service) deals with a part of them, mainly protection policies of the private
forest.
